aggression. After lengthy hearings from both sides,
Pakistan was found guiltless and the resolutions
were passed for free and fair plebiscite by UNO. On
August 13, 1948 the Security Council passed the
resolution for plebiscite in Kashmir. Then on 5
January, 1949 the resolution was again passed with
fresh improvements and alterations. The solution of
Kashmir through plebiscite was supported with out
any dissent by the Security Council and prominently
championed by the United States, Britain and other
democratic States. Afterwards India got support
from the Soviet Union on her obstructionist position
in self-created situation of cold war between Pakistan
and the Soviet Union.

According to Article No. 1 on UN, itis its duty to
protect human rights all over the world. The
Secretary General of UN even himself can interfere
wherever in the world he deems injustice is being
done. The first article of UN on human Rights states:
“All human beings are born free and are equal in
dignity and rights”.

The Human Rights Declaration of the UN
further says: “The right to life, liberty, and security of
persons; the right of freedom of thought, speech and
communication of information and ideas, freedom of
assembly and religion, the right of freedom
movement within the State and free exit from it, the
right of asylum in another state, the right to
nationality; freedom from arbitrary arrest and
interference with privacy of home and family, and
the prohibition of slavery and torture”.

It would not be untrue to say that U.N. has failed
to implement its first article regarding human rights.
What to say of the other articles. I may be permitted
to say that this organization is not as powerless as
some people conceive it to be. They seem to have
genuine plea when they see the case of Kashmir and
Palestine are not being resolved on merits. If it can
show its power in the case of Kuwait; why not then in
the case of Palestine and Kashmir? If the big powers
find their own interest in an issue they take reckless
steps to solve it, otherwise they take no interest in the
cases on their merits. But UNO should not forget that
Kashmir is the most dangerous spark which is likely
to ignite conflagration that will be difficult to contain
within the limits of South Asia.

It is purely a humanitarian issue and must be
resolved in the light of U.N. Resolutions. If we desire
to mitigate the mounting tension between India and
Pakistan, we will have to take serious notice of the

Kashmir dispute. It is a political volcano whose
eruption can destroy the edifice of world peace any
time. Itis a test case for UNO and requires immediate
attention. The Indian hazardous act of throwing the
UNO resolutions in the dustbin is tantamount to an
abjuration of a sacred decree. The UNO resolutions of
August 13, 1948 and January 5, 1949 about holding
free and fair plebiscite in Kashmir were torpedoed by
India through her military might and political
treachery. The wailing Valley of Kashmir seeks
urgent intervention of UNO to check the Indian
hegemony. India is wreaking havoc on defenceless
Kashmiris. Wasn'tit the U.N. which caused the cease-
fire in Kashmir on 1st January, 1949 on the explicit
promise of plebiscite in Kashmir under its own
auspices? If U.N. can give a verdict of immediate
military action against Iraq, why then it is silent on
unabated Indian aggression in Kashmir? These
radical questions amaze all the lovers of human
rights all over the world. Since 1947 countless
Kashmiris are forced to flee from their homes and
hearths. India is making assiduous efforts to be a
permanent member of Security Council to assume a
dictating position in this region. She intends to harm
Pakistan and China and annex the smaller
neighboring countries to quench her thirst of
hegemonism and expansionism. It is an
incontrovertible and irrefutable fact that the Indian
malevolent designs of a Greater Hindu State are
obvious from her subjugating policy. Her military
occupation of Kashmir, Hyderabad, Junagarh and
Gova; her military incursions in the islands of Sri
Lanka and the Maldives; her coercing Nepal and
Bhutan clearly manifest her penetrations in the
internal affairs of small neighboring countries. To
stop the torrent of Indian aggression the UNO owes
its responsibilities to check the Indian hostile
attitudes. The ongoing genocide in Kashmir is a blot
on the bright brow of UNO and must be effaced by
stopping India from such inhuman activities. For the
understanding of Kashmir case in its right context a

few basic points must be born in mind.

Partition-Principle

The Sub-continent was divided in 1947 on the
principle that all the areas having demographically a
Muslim majority and geographical contiguity,
should be carved out into new, independent state of
Pakistan. Through their elected representatives or a
referendum, the provinces of Sindh, Baluchistan and
North West Frontier were incorporated into Pakistan
as they enjoyed an overwhelming Muslim majority.

Bengal and Punjab having marginal Muslim
majority were divided into East Bengal and West
Bengal.

Province and Sylhet as to whether their people
would wish were included in India or Pakistan.

To resolve it, referendums were held in both
theseregions and people voted for Pakistan. Kashmir
is predominantly a Muslim State, contiguous to
Pakistan and its accession to Pakistan was natural
and legal but with the joint conspiracy of the last
British Viceroy, Lord Mountbatten, Nehru, Gandhi
and Hari Singh it was annexed to India.

The Princely States

The hereditary rulers under the overall
protective umbrella of the British suzerainty were
ruling in the princely states in the Sub-continent. Out
of 562 States only five were comparatively bigger in
area and population, namely Kashmir, Hyderabad,
Mysore, Travancore and Bhopal. Many of states

having Muslim rulers such as Bhopal, Rampur,
Mangora, Junagarh and Malirkotla acceded to India
for their being geographically contiguous to India.
Kashmir had a Hindu ruler Maharaja Hari Singh
with predominant Muslim population. He desired to
have independent State but was persuaded by
Gandhi and Mountbatten to join India. Gurdaspure
was annexed to India by Red Cliffe Award to provide
the only direct land-link with India with the overt
and covert support of Mountbatten, the flower of
Kashmir was thrown in the thorny lap of India.
Genocide

After presenting the enchanting beautiful Valley
of Kashmir in a dish to the Indian savages, Rashtary
Sevak Sangh (RSS) and Dogra army organized a
genocide of the Muslims just after the partition of
India. The Muslims were disarmed deliberately,
borders were sealed, leaders were arrested and
innocent defenceless Muslims were ruthlessly slain.
Particularly in Poonch and Jammu the Muslims were
killed. The rest were forced to flee to Pakistan. In
Jammu, the Muslim women were molested and their
houses were burnt to ashes. In this choking
atmosphere, the freedom fighters liberated the part
of Poonch and hoisted the flag of Free Kashmir (Azad
Kashmir) on August 23, 1947.
Tribal Intervention

It is sheer India's allegation that Pakistan
inducted its army in Kashmir on the request of Hari
Singh because the tribesmen had infiltrated into
Kashmir. Actually, from August to October 1947, the
Muslims in Kashmir were ruthlessly killed. The
turbulent tribesmen, on receiving the news of such
inhuman atrocities were inflamed and entered the
valley of Kashmir to save their brethren-in-faith from
Dogra's hostilities. Anti-Islam riots were in full swing
and the tribesmen' marksmanship frightened the
Dogra army and they sought help from India to
sustain their callous rule. In the midst of more than
teething troubles these veterans, armed with
indigenous rifles proceeded towards Srinagar with
incredible haste and speed. On seeing Kashmir
slipping from her hands India knocked at the door of
UNO.
UNO Resolutions

The successful uprisings at a number of places
and the liberation of Azad Kashmir and the Northern
Areas baffled and bewildered the Indian
Government. India lodged a complaint against
Pakistan to UNO and blamed her for infiltration and
